E. K, Procter appeared before the Board of Commissioners regarding a
division of the taxes for the various years that have been left unpald on -
the tracts of land owned by and kno&n as the Sidney Hears Estate in Chadbourn
Township. The Board passed the following order:

This being the date as prescribed by law on which the tax books for the

year 1929 shall be delivered to the Tax Collector, D. L. Gore appeared before

the Board with two bonds in aggregate?amount of $60,000.00‘and submitted same
to the Board for appraoval and acceptance. After an examination was made as

to the construction of the bonds, the County Attorney held that they were not
