the News Reporter as harefofore inasmuch as the News Reporter has a paid-in-
advance subscription of approximately 2400 as against a circulation for the
Columbus County News of approximately 600. It was also pointed out that when
the Court appointed a commissioner in the sult, it was his duty to place the
notice in a newspaper which would be likely to give notice, on account of its
circulation, to the most people concerned, the cost of the advertising to be
included in the foreclosure cost, same to be paid by the purchaser of the land
and not to become an expense to the County.
