Whereas, 1t has been brought to the attention of the Bmrd of

County Commissioners of Columbus County that the Fair Bluff Tom ship Road~
Commission opened and maintained a road in Fair Bluff Township beginning

at a point at the Tom Barnes place and extending over one and a half miles
to the Heck Lovitt place; and

Whereas, when the North Carolina State Highway Commission
took over certain roads in Columbus County in July 1931, this particular
road was omitted from the State Highway map; and

Whereas, during the eight months school term . a school bus has
to travel over this route which is in bad condition and getting worse,
and unless the shorp route is maintained the school bus will necessarily
travel another road, extending into South Carolina, making a total of
eight miles farther a day the bus will have to go.

Whereas, it would be a saving to the State and County on
school bus expenses to maintain the shorter route, as well aa a .
convenience to the people of the State 1living on said route;

Now, therefore, Be it Resolved, by the Board of County Com~
missioners of Columbus County that the State Highway Commission be re-
