The Chgirman announced that this was the date and hour fixed by the Board
for the public hearing upon the following bond order:

and that the Board would immedlately hear any and all citizens and taxpayers who
might desire to protest agalinst the 1ssuance of sald bonds.

No citizen or taxpayer of the county appeared, either in person or by
attorney, to protest against the lssuvance of any of said bonds, and the Clerk
announced that no protest in writing, signed by any cltlizen or taxpayer, had been
presented.

Thereupon, upon motion of Commissioner W. L. Hobbs, seconded by Commission=-
er J. L. Robinson and carried, the order authorizing $40,000 refunding bonds, which
was passed on first readlng on September 7, 1942, was read a second time and placed
uvon its filnal passage. The vote upon the final passage of sald order was:

The Chairman then announced that the order authorizing $40,000 refunding
bonds had bassed.

The Clerkyigereupon directed to publish in the News Reporter, once in each off
two successive weeks, the bond order which was finally passed this day, and to
publish at the foot of sald bond order, the appended note as required by Section 19
of the County Finance Act.

Commissioner W. L, Hobbs thereupon introduced the following resolution ,
which was read:

That the Board of Commissioners, after careful consideration, has
ascertained and found and does hereby declare that it is necessary that Columbus
County issue all of the tonds authorized by an order finally passed September 21,
1942 authorizing $40,000 refunding bonds.

graphs 2 and 3 of sald order finally passed September 21, 1942, the negotlable

coupon bonds of Columbus County shall be 1ssuved in the aggregate principal amount ¢f

$15,000 designated "Refunding School Bonds" consisting of 15 bonds of the denomi-
nation of $1,000 each, numbered 1 to 15, inclusive, dated October 1, 1942 and
maturing on October 1, 1981, without option of prior payment.

Section 4. That all of said $25,000 Refunding Road and Bridge Bonds and
sald $15,000 Refunding School Bonds shall bear interest at a rate or rates not
exceeding 6% per annum to be determined by the Local Government Commission at the
time the bonds are sold, which inte est shall be payable semi-annually on the
first days of April and October of sach year, and both the principal of and the
interest on sald bonds shall be payable at the Central Hanover Bank and Trust
Company in the City of New York in any coin or currency of the United States of
America, which, at the respective dates of payment thereof, is legal tender for
public and private debts.

Section 5. That all of said $25,000 Refunding Road and Bridge Bonds and saig
$15,000 Refunding School Bonds shall be signed by the Chalrman of the Board of Comp
issioners and by the Clerk of sald Board, under the corporate seal af..the County,
and the annexed interest coupons shall be executed with the facsimlle signature
of said Clerk. Said bonds and coupons and the endorsements to be printed upon
the reverse of said bonds shall be in substantially the following form:
