farmers-and particularly small tobacco farmer-and also threatens the whole
economic structure.of agriculture and business in the flue-cured area, as they
attempt to adjust to present economic conditions, and )
WHBRBAS producers of other farm commodities are receiving from 50 t® 60%
of parity for their acreage reductions, placed under the Soil Bank Program,
as it now stands, tobacco farmers will be forced to take a 20% reduction in acreag
or production without any compensation thereof, therefore,
BE IT RESOLVED: that the 20% reduction in flue-cured tobacco allotments
for 1957 be eligible to be placed in the acreage reserve phase of the Soil
