PHOTOGRAPHERS AND THEIR AGENTS AND EMPLOYEES.
The General Assembly of North Carolina,do enact:

itinerant photographer .and to license an itinerant photographer's employees,
agents or servants. An itinerant photographer is defined to be.a person,
partnership or corporation having no regularly established place of business in
this state who personally or through officers,. employees, agents or servants goes
from town to town or from place to place within a town other than within the
county of his residence, soliciting the making of photographic pictures or
reproductions with a view to selling the same to.the persons solicited.
