Mr. Donald Williams Baker appeared before the Board with Mr. C. D. Raper, County
Extension €hairman, and was interviewed and questioned as to his qualifications for the position
of assistant county agent. Mr. Raper recommended Mr. Baker as being well qualified for this
position. Upon motion made by Commissioner Williamson and seconded by Commissioner Watts,
and unanimously carried, it was ordered that Mr. Baker be hired with duties to begin on
January 1, 1968, as assistant county agent.
