Mr. R. C. Soles, Sr., Chairman, Columbus County Planning Board
and Mr. Rudolph Walters, Executive Director, Economic Bevelopment Commission
brought the Board up to date concerning the progress that had been made
toward getting the county zoned. Mr. Walters stated he had contacted Mr.
George J. Monaghan, Administrator, Division of Community Planning of the
Department of Local Affairs and was advised that this department would zone
