Community College for the fiscal year 1970-71.

Mr. C. D. Raper, Extension Chairman, presented the budget
request for the Extension Service for the fiscal year 1970-71.

Ordered: that the county accountﬁge allowed to combine
Public Assistance Fund M. A. A. with Medicaid funds. M.A;A. program is
now being administered through Medicaid.

Mr. Rudolph Walters, Executive Director of the Economic Dev-
elopment Commission, presented the budget request for ihe Economic Develop-
ment Commission for the fiscal year 1970-71. Mr. Walters also briefed the
Board on the accomplishments of this Commission in Columbus County during
the past year.

The Columbus County Board of Education appeared before the
Board to submit a budget request for the fiscal year 1970-71.’
