The Commissioners met with Mr. Phil Covington, from the Gegenal Attorney’s
offico;' Dr. Nick Stratas, Deputy Commissioner of Mental Health; Df. Eugene
Douglas; Director of Regional Mental Health Center; Members of the Regional
Mental Health Center Staff: Rabbi Ruben Kesner, member of the Daycare Center
Advisdry Board; and other interested citizens. The purpose of the called
meeting was to clarify the authority concerning the Regional Mental Health
Center in Lumberton. Mr. Covington stated that the Commissioners of the four
counties involved, make up the Local Memtal Health Authority. The Local Mental
Health Authority delegates members to the Regional Mental Health Authority, on
which Columbus County has two members.
