Due to the fact that all members of the Board were not present, a
motion was made by Commissioner Watts, seconded by Commissioner Gore and carried not to take
any action on the proposed schedule until all members of the Board are present. Commissioner
Burns did not vote.

The Budget was presented for the Mental Health Center by Mr. Marchinko, Dr. Douglas,
and Mr. McKee. No action was taken on the request at this meeting. There was a discussion
with the representatives concerning various phasés of the recuest.

The Budget for the County Extension Service was presented by Mr. C. D. Raper,
Extension Chairman, for the Fy 1972-73, Mr. Raper asked for an additiénal secretary in the
new proposed Budget which was granted upon a motion made by Commissioner Burns and seconded
by Commissioner Watts.
