1 That on the 20th day of March 1978 the undersigned were appointed by the

Colurrtus CounbfBoard of Ccmnissioners to be a 80nmi ttee to establish the abovementioned

boundary

2 That on the 14th day of April 1978 all members being present the Coomittee

met at Pine Level Church with several interested citizens including Vance Hawes Jim Long

D P Ward Avery Ward and Ervin Long that the Carroittee annOlU1ced to the assembled citizens

that the purpose of the visit was to establish the location of various geographic areas

mentioned on Page 9 and Page 10 of a record book stored in the Office of the Register of Deeds

of Colurrtus County North Carolina contained minutes of the County Carroissioners dated July

31 1868 and establishing Lees Township and Bug Hill Township

3 That the assembled citizens took the Carroittee down an old single lane road

to the Mooney ford that there was evidence that this had been the location of a ford across

the swamp and leading to the Bethel Corrmunity that all the local citizens agreed that this

was Mooney ford

4 lbat there upon the citizens showed the Carroittee the course of Mooney Road

in an eastward direction fran the swamp to a crossroads just West of the Ward Cemetery that

the Cannittee was told that the road to the Northeast was called the Ward Road and that Mooney
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Road veered to the right to Pine Level Church and further that State Road No 1114 follows

the course of the Old Mooney Road to that point where State Road No 1114 terminates at its

intersection with State Road No 1108

The citizens further stated that the Old Mooney Road formerly contimed Eastwardly Iin a direct line with the present course of State Road No 1114 Old Mooney Road The local

citizens then took the Carmittee down into the woods where traces of the Old Mooney Road were

discovered as it passed an old cemetery airl the site of an old church which had burned The

Carmittee and the local citizens then followed the Old Mooney Road to the run of Big Cypress

5 The Carmittee was also satisfied as a result of evidence fran local citizens

assembled that the Mooney Road contimed in an Eastward direction caning just North of the

T J Williamson Store on 905 and that it contimed thereupon with the present course of State

Road No 1943 to the Waccamaw River

6 The Carmittee was also shown the run cf Williamson Mill Branch and the run of

Sirrrnons Bay

That since the tour had required several hours the Carmittee decided to meet at

3 00 o clock p m on April 19 1978 at the Board of Elections to consider the evidence

discovered and to canpare the description as recorded in the minutes dated July 31 1868 with

the map presently being used by the Colurrbus County Board of Elections to determine the boundary

between West Lees and Bug Hill No 3

7 That at 3 00 o clock p m on April 19 1978 the Carmittee did assemble at the IBoard of Elections and that Mrs Ila Penny Register of Deeds of Columbus County had consented

to allow the Carmittee to ranove the old record book fran the Courthouse for its deliberation

8 That the Carmittee found that it had located the boundary as described in the

1868 record book and that the old description as found on Page 10 of said book is as follows

for Lees Township

along the line of Whi teville District to the Beaverdam SwaJltl Thence
down that swaJltl to the Mooney Road thence with it to the Big Cypress
Up Big Cypress to its fork thence a direct line to the mouth of
Williamson Mill Branch then down Sirrrnons Bay to the Waccamaw River

9 The Carmittee also read the description of the area in controversy as contained

on Page 9 of the 1868 mimte book which described the Bug Hill boundary as follows

thence up the river to the mouth of Sirrrnons Bay thence up Sirrrnons

Bay to the mouth of Williamson Mill Branch thence a direct line to the
fork of Big Cypress thence down Big Cypress to the road that leads to
Reaves Ferry thence up the road to Mooney s Swamp

10 The Carmittee thereupon as a result of the evidence gained on April 14 1978

and as a result of the description contained in the 1868 record book decided unanimously that

the correct boundary between West Lees and Bug Hill No 3 may be found by a line described as Ifollows

Beginning at a ford known as Mooney SwaJltl Ford and contime in a South
eastward and Eastward direction with the Old Mooney Road to S R 1114
thence in an Eastward direction with S R 1114 Old Mooney Road to
S R 1108 thence across S R 1108 and contiming with the Old ooney
Road to the Old Ford at Big Cypress a branch thence up Big Cypress to
its fork thence in a direct line to the mouth of Williamson Mill Branch
in the run of Sirrrnons Bay

11 In sunmary the Carmittee hereby reports that the Eastern portion of the land

between West Lees and Bug Hill No 3 as shown on the map presently used by the Board of Elections
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is correct but the Board further finds that the Westem portion of the line as presently shown

on the map used by the Board of Elections is incorrect and the Ccmnittee further finds that the

I
vast maj orivJ of the citizens who were voting in West Lees but were said to be living in Bug

Hill do in fact reside in West Lees

12 The Ccmnittee further urges the Colurrtus County Board of COW1ty Ccmnissioners

to adopt this Report and to direct the Colurrbus County Board of Elections to issue new maps

showing the boundary between West Lees and Bug Hill No 3 as above detennined
