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RESOLUTION - AIR CONDITIONING MULTI-PURPOSE BUILDINGS & AUDITORIUMS

A motion was made by Commissioner Hinson, seconded by Commissioner Dew
and passed unanimously to adopt the following Resolution:

RESOLUTTION

WHEREAS, throughout the year many meetings are held in the various public
school facilities in Columbus County; and

WHEREAS, funds are limited in the area of appropriations by the school
systems for air conditioning; and

WHEREAS, many times throughout the year these facilities are under-
utilized by the school and the general public due to the lack of air conditioning.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Columbus
County that an incentive program be established for a limited period of time to
encourage the various communities to voluntarily raise the funds necessary to
air condition school multi-purpose facilities and auditoriums which do not
currently have air conditioning, a 25% match with a maximum limit of $1,000 per
school facility is hereby established by the Commissions for the fiscal years
1984-85 and 1985-86.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the funds matched by the Commissioners are
to be funds raised privately by the community and that the County's match will be

paid to the appropriate Board of Education for the specific school unit.
