LETTER OF SUPPORT FOR FARM PROGRAM

The Administrator presented a letter he had drafted to President Ronald

Reagan in support of the farm program for the Board s approval

A motion was made by Commissioner Norris seconded by Commissioner

Worley and passed unanimously to approve the letter in original form to be mailed

to President Ronald Reagan Letter is as follows

Dear Mr President

The uncertainties of the Agriculture Policy of the federal government is

creating a great deal of frustration on the part of the farmers and farm families

in Columbus County as well as across the state of North Carolina

The family farm is being threatened because of low prices and high

production cost In 1974 Columbus County farmers received 3 20 per bushel for

corn In 1984 they only received 2 82 per bushel which is below the break even

price Production cost during this period have increased over 165

Soybeans have followed the same trend In 1974 soybeans averaged 7 00

per bushel in 1984 the average was only 5 95 per bushel

In the same ten year period the tobacco acreage which has supported

farm families in rearing and educating their children has decreased 33 and at the

same time net income per acre has decreased due to high production cost which

includes interest and assessments

With decreasing yields and increasing cost the farmers are being

threatened with their very livelihood This nation depends on the farmer in a

multitude of direct and indirect ways food jobs for farm workers jobs for

distributors gorcery stores and many other indirect jobs These jobs translate

into real dollars and into tax dollars for the federal state and local

governments
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Another problem facing our farmers is credit The major lending

institutions in the County indicate that many small farmers are in financial stress

The debt to asset ratio squeeze is alarming Land values are declining which

reduces the amount of money farmers can borrow for operating expenses Without

adequate capital small farms will face distress sales

Columbus County consists of 1 918 family farms averaging 85 acres per

farm Over the pase four 4 years this number has been declining by 99 farms

per year If a sound agricultural bill is not passed this number will increase

substantially over the next five 5 years

As the 1985 Farm Bill is being enacted it is very important to the

Your assistance in helping to get a favorable farm bill passed to save

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economy and security of the United States to develop a strong agricultural policy

to help the farm families rather than penalizing them with cuts

the family farm is desperately needed

THAT WHEREAS N C G S 153 2 1 160A 487 provides that the said County

may enter into continuing contracts and pursuant to this authority the said County

may enter into a continuing contract with a Volunteer Fire Department and Rescue

Squad and may make annual appropriations of such funds as may be provided for in

this contract and

WHEREAS it is desirous that the Fire Department and Rescue Squad make

application to the United States of America acting through the Farmers Home

Administration United States Department of Agriculture for a loan in the amount of

15 000 00 and

WHEREAS in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements herein

contained and pursuant to the general power and authority of the Fire Department and

Rescue Squad to furnish fire fighting and rescue services and the general power and

authority of the said County to provide fire protection and rescue services for its

inhabitants and owners of property within Columbus County the parties hereto

mutually contract and agree as follows

1 a The Fire Department and Rescue Squad agrees to furnish and

provide continuing fire protection and rescue service to all properties lying within

its fire and rescue district in Columbus County North Carolina by promptly

dispatching upon call of any resident property owner or other person within the

said district the Fire Department s and Rescue Squad s fire fighting and rescue

equipment and adequate personnel to operate the same and then making diligent

efforts to control and extinguish all fires and to respond to emergencies

b The Fire Department and Rescue Squad in providing the said

services shall use its own means and methods which shall not be subject to control

direction or supervision by the party of the first part All fire fighting and

rescue equipment and personnel necessary and proper for the performance of this

contract shall be provided by the Fire Department and Rescue Squad at its sole cost

and expense and all persons engaged in fighting fires and responding to emergencies

pursuant to the provisions of the Contract shall be subject to the exclusive control

direction and supervision of the Fire Department and Rescue Squad The party of the

first part shall not have any right or power with respect to the employment control

direction supervision suspension or discharge of any person who may engage in fire

fighting or rescue services or activities in the performance of the obligations

imposed by this Contract upon the Fire Department and Rescue Squad in furnishing

fire fighting and rescue services to the party of the first part for the benefit of

its residents and property owners

2 Procedures for giving fire alarms and communicating the existence of

fires to the Fire Department and Rescue Squad shall be established by mutual

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agreement between the parties hereto and shall be properly publicized as shall

procedures for responding to emergencies and rescue operations

3 The party of the first part will adopt such rules and regulations by

Iordinance or otherwise as may be necessary and proper to prohibit interference with

personnel of the Fire Department and Rescue Squad in the discharge of their duties

in fighting fires and responding to emergencies within the fire and rescue district

in Columbus County to prohibit damage to and interference with fire fighting and

rescue equipment and apparatus of the Fire Department and Rescue Squad and to provide

for such other rules and regulations as necessary and proper for the furtherance of

the objects of this Contract

4 a As full compensation for the fire fighting and rescue services

to be rendered by the Fire Department and Rescue Squad as herein provided the party

of the first part agrees to pay to Buckhead Volunteer Fire Department and Rescue

Squad Incorporated a sum equal to 3 391 00 annually on or before the 1st day of

or as follows upon submission of all necessary insurance documents including

workrnens compensation

b That all funds paid to the party of the second part by the party

of the first part shall be used exclusively to provide fire protection and rescue

services within the said district in Columbus County and to pay other legitimate

Ifire and rescue protection expenses including principle and interest on the

aforementioned loan made by the Farmers Home Administration

5 This contract shall extend for a term of seven 7 years from the date

of the Farmers Home Administration loan closing and may be renewed or extended for

such term or terms as may be agreed upon by the parties hereto

6 This contract is hereby pledged to the United States of America acting

through the Farmers Home Administration as part of the security for a loan from the

United States of America

7 Party of the second part agrees to furnish the party of the first part

and Farmers Home Administration a copy of collision and liability insurance with full

replacement value Further that Farmers Home Administration be designated as loss

payee
