HEALTH - PRESENTATION ON SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED DISEASES - RESOLUTION ADOPTED

Diane . McLawhorn, Adult Health Supervisor, with the Columbus County
Health Department, did a presentation on sexually transmitted diseases and how
they are increasing at an alarming rate in Columbus County within the past seven
(7) months.

Marian Duncan, Health Director, said that the Board of Health requested
that the information be made available to Board of Commissioners, along with a
request that any available help from the state be obtained.

Ms. Duncan further reported, that sexually transmitted diseases are
directly related to drug abuse.

Sheriff Henry Rowan stated that drug abuse is also causing crime to
skyrocket.

A motion was made by Commissioner Dew, seconded by Commissioner Byrd and
passed unanimously that a resolution be adopted and sent to the Chief District

Judge and the State Attorney General requesting a crack down on drug abusers in

Columbus County.
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Resolution is as follows:
RESOLUTTION

THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS of Columbus County, North Carolina, at
their regular meeting on the 21st day of August, 1989, at Whiteville, Columbus
County, North Carolina, unanimously adopted the following Resolution.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, a growing number of cases of sexually transmitted disease In
Columbus County appears related to increases in the use of illegal drugs: and

WHEREAS, sexually transmitted diseases (STD's) have been on the rise for
several years, and a sharp Increase became apparent in the fall of 1988; and

WHEREAS, during the first seven (7) months of 1989 there were reported
176 cases of gonorrhea, 28 cases of syphllis and 82 cases of chlamydia by the
Columbus County Health Department; and

WHEREAS, there iIs a clear link between increased drug use and Increases
in the incidence of STD's; therefore, some patients with STD's are addicted to
crack coaine and other drugs; and

WHEREAS, drug arrests have risen dramatically in North Carolina and
Columbus County during the past year, the drug problem is growing, and at the same
time 1s directly affecting incidences of STD's in the state with a chance of an
epidemic in the future.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Commissioners of Columbus
County that they are aware of the severity of the drug problem in Columbus County
and are requesting that the State Attorney General and the Chief Judge in Columbus
County 1impose tougher legal sanctions against those who sell drugs in Columbus
County and the State of North Carolina.
