The
County now has Automatic Mutual Aid which should help reduce i1nsurance rates 1In
the County.

FIRE & RESCUE - REQUEST TO REOPEN PENSION FUND TO VOLUNTEERS

Commissioner Ed Worley questioned Jimmy Jackson about the State
Firemen's and Rescue Squad Workers' Pension Fund that will allow qualified members
to purchase prior service.

Jimmy Jackson, Fire Marshal, explained that the pension fund was closed
effective March 31, 1987 and 1t will take an act of legislature to get the fund

reopened for new members.
