There were approximately 175 persons in attendance.

Chairman Norris called the public hearing to order and Dr. W.C. Burns
gave the invocation.

Commissioner Dew made the following statement: By new federal and state
rules, we have to shut down our present landfill by 1994 and the sad thing is we
get no compensation from the state to help with this cost. This is what the Board
of Commissioners i1s facing and we want you to take a look at what we are facing.

Chairman Norris then turned the meeting over to Ross Povey, Southern
Regional Manager for Chambers Development Company.

Mr. Povey, stated that Chambers Development 1s proposing to develop a
new regional landfill and recycling facility in Columbus County and no decision
has been made by the County Commissioners. We propose to i1nvestigate several
potential sites for the new facility; only the Big Bay area has been proposed at
this time due to the large acreage 1involved and the location. In the event a
suitable site 1s available, proper zoning will be obtained from the County and the
design and permitting process will be 1nitiated. Once a solid waste disposal
permit 1s obtained from the Division of Solid Waste Management of the N.C.
Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources, construction will begin
on the new regional landfill and recycling facility. The proposal is designed to
serve eleven (11) counties: Coiumbus, Brunwswick, Bladen, Robeson, New Hanover,
Pender, Cumberland and Sampson in North Carolina, as well as Dillon, Marion and

Horry 1n South Carolina.




Mr. Greg Cekander showed a video presentation on the development and
design of a regional landfill that 1is 1in operation 1n Charles City County,
Virignia by Chambers Development Company.

Chairman Norris stated that the Chambers' officials will answer any
questions 1in reference to the proposal. The Chairman requested anyone 1in
attendance who wished to ask questions or make comments to be recognized by
raising their hand, state their name and where they reside.

Mr. Isaiah '"Ikie" L. Guyton, R.S., Waste Management Specialist, for N.C.
Department of Environment, Health, and Natural Resources, spoke iIn reference to
the landfill permitting process which takes a total of three years. Further, 1t
will be much more successful and feasible 1f counties join together 1n the
landfi11l process. We need to reduce waste by recycling. How you plan to
undertake the new landfill process, depends on how much you are willing to pay for
the project. Mr Guyton advised that incineration 1s not the way to go as there Is
not enough waste in Columbus County to even begin to justify the expense.

Commi ssioners Koonce, Worley, Dew and Richardson made comments concern-
ing the landfill.

Billy Hooks explained to the group that he has been to Charles City
County, Virginia, where Chambers Development Company 1is operating a Regional
Landfill and stated he was 1mpressed with the operation.

Chairman Norris assured the persons 1n attendance that the public will
be 1nvolved and have input 1in the landfill program and the Board will keep the

County residents informed.

HANDICAPPED TRANSPORTATION - REPORT FROM PAUL POPE

Paul Pope, representing the Columbus County Interagency Transportation,

presented a report to the Board that only $3,000 has been raised for handicapped

transportation. Money now available would pay for the vans through Friday,
November 8, 1991. The proceeds from the fund raising dinner has not been
determined, to date. Mr. Pope presented the Board with three Alternatives as
follows:

1. Take over funding of the program at $10,500 a month for 60 mental
health clients.

2. Partially pay for the program and get the remainder of the money
from other sources. Users of the program could be asked to pay more
than the $40.00 per month they are now charged. Other cost-cutting
measures could include buying gas from the county and shortening
routes.

3. Take no action.

Mr. Tommy Holmes said he did not expect any mental programs to fail

without the transportation program.

A motion was made by Commissioner Koonce, seconded by Commissioner

Richardson and passed unanimously to table the request for funding until the Board
receives the official audit report for fiscal year ending June 30, 1991.

ALCOHOL DRUG PREVENTION COALITION - REPORT AND DIRECTOR INTRODUCTION

Ms. Ervie Bellamy, representing Columbus County Services Management,
Inc., presented the Board with an update on the Columbus County Alcohol Drug
Prevention and Coalition and the recent grant received of $403,811. Mr. Ralph J.
Cumbie was introduced to the Board as the new Program Director for the Alcohol
Drug Prevention Coalition.

SOLID WASTE - EXTENSION OF CONTRACT WITH CHAMBERS FOR NOVEMBER & DECEMBER, 1991

Dew and passed unanimously to extend the Landfill Contract with Chambers
Development Company, Incorporated to pay an additional sum of FIFTY ONE THOUSAND,

A motion was made by Commissioner Worley, seconded by Commissioner
Koonce and passed unanimously to direct the Administrator and Attorney to draft a
contract with the following information to be included:
- No charge below $25.00. (Anything less than $25.00, must be paid 1In
cash.)
- All other accounts must have prior approvaf as to credit. (Credrit
application will be provided to each customer.)
- Charges are made upon dumping.
- 14 days after each charge 1s the date when the account 1s considered
delinquent.
- Any account after 30 days will cause the account to lose the credit
rating and will also stop the account from dumping trash until paid In
full and re-established credit with couﬁty officials.

REGIONAL LANDFILL & CABLEVISION FRANCHISE - PRESENTATION BY CECELIA PLEASANTS

Ms. Cecelia Pleasants addressed the Board 1n reference to a proposed
Regional Landfill being located in Columbus County, questioning the Board on their
answer to the garbage problem.

Ms. Pleasants further stated that Columbus County 1s the only county 1in
the state that has no cable franchise. You need a franchise to ensure that the
cable companies are doing what they are supposed to and you can regulate cable.

Commissioner Koonce asked Ms. Pleasants what her answer 1s to the
garbage problem?

Ms. Pleasants stated that composting and handling a landfill 1in the
proper way. |

Commissioner Worley asked Ms. Pleasants what she had in mind?

Ms. Pleasants said she has a lot of information that she wants to talk
with the Commissioners about i1ndividually, but could not give her views in a short
period of time.
