PERSONNEL POLICY — EMPLOYEE LEAVE FOR INVOLVEMENT IN CHILDREN'S

SCHOOL ACTIVITIES AMENDMENT

A motion was made by Commissioner Norris, seconded by
Commissioner Williams and passed unanimously to amend the Personnel
Administration Policy to include the following addendum:

SECTION 29. EMPLOYEE LEAVE FOR INVOLVEMENT IN CHILDREN'S SCHOOLS

Purpose
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Employee Leave for Involvement in Childrenfs Schools was passed
effective December 1, 1993, to grant at least four hours of leave
per year, so that a parent guardian or any person standing "in loco
parentis' of a school aged-child to attend or otherwise be involved
in activities at the child's school.

Eligible Employees

Permanent Employees — An employee who has been employed with County
Government for at least 12 months and who has worked at least 1000
hours (half-time) for a 40 hour workweek and 975 hours (half-time)
for 37 1/2 hour workweek during the previous 12-month period is
entitled to four hours of leave per year.

Employees will be provided four hours of leave per year for their
child's school activities. An employee may take petty leave in
increments of fifteen (15) minutes up to a maximum of two (2)
hours. Any time taken above two (2) hours will be charged to
vacation leave for involvement in their Children's School
activities. Leave without pay may be appropriate if the employee
has exhausted petty and vacation leave. Leave will be subject to

the following conditions:

1. The leave shall be at a mutually agreed upon time between
the supervisor and employee.
2. The employee must provide the supervisor with a written
request for the leave at least 48 hours before the time
desired for the leave.
Definition
The definition of school includes public and private schools,
church schools, and preschools. It also 1includes day care
facilities as defined under G.S. 110-86.
