HOSPITAL (COLUMBUS COUNTY) — PERMISSION GRANTED TO CONSTRUCT

BUILDING

Bill Clark, Columbus County Hospital Administrator,

ESTABL.ISHING A TAX RATE

OF COMMERCE _TO DISCHARGE FIREWORKS ON JULY 4TH

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT — APPROVAL OF SHELL BUILDING TO BE CONSTRUCTED

IN THE INDUSTRIAL PARK

A motion was made by Commissioner Richardson, seconded
by Commissioner Williams and passed unanimously to allow Steve
Yost, Economic Development Director, to proceed with the proposal
to build a 24,000 square foot shell building in the Industrial park
for an estimated cost of $188,000.00. The Department of Commerce
will participate with a loan of $150,000, and the balance will be
financed by United Carolina Bank for a three (3) year term, with
the County to pay the debt service on the mortgage.

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Commissioner Worley and passed unanimously to schedule a public
hearing at 7:30 P.M. on April 18, 1994, for the purpose of
considering whether the Board of Commissioners should approve a
proposed Installment Purchase Agreement for the construction of a
Social Services Facility between the County and a North Carolina
nonprofit corporation pursuant to Section 160A-20 of the North

Carolina General Statutes.

ATRPORT — BUDGET AMENDMENT (RUNWAY END IDENTIFICATION LIGHTS)
