personnel or through contractors operating in its behalf from the public and private right of

ways within Columbus County and

WHEREAS the Corps of Engineers requires authorization to enter private

property and roadways within Columbus County for the sole purpose of removal of

construction and demolition debris and

WHEREAS the Columbus County Board of Commissioners has determined

that such authorization is necessary to preserve the safety health and welfare of people

within the County

IT IS THEREFORE PROCLAIMED by the Chairman of the Columbus

County Board of Commissioners that a State of Emergency exists in Columbus County

pursuant to N C G S 14 28813 The Chainnan has detennined that it is necessary to
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authorize the federal government to enter onto the private roads and property of the people
