Thomas Wright Executive Officer for the Wright Corporation reported that

more stringent state discharge requirements will require more treatment than the Wright

Corporation can provide with their present system Columbus County will own the

wastewater treatment plant and with its 500 000 gallons per day capacity and the Wright

Corporation s need of 250 000 gallons per day the additional 250 000 gallons that will be

available should attract new industry for the area

Floyd Flynn a concerned citizen questioned the location of the wastewater

facility Mr Wright reported the wastewater plant will be constructed on an approximate ten

10 acre tract of land adjacent to Wright Corporation s facility that was previously used as

a solid waste transfer stationby Columbus County The site is bounded by Neils Eddy Road

the Kings Bluff aqueducts and a natural gas pipeline and Mill Creek
