WITNESSETH:

That, in consideration of the sum of Ten ($10.00) Dollars and other sufficient
good and valuable consideration to the Grantor, paid by the Grantee, receipt of which is
hereby acknowledged, the Grantor has granted, bargained, sold and conveyed, and by these
presents does grant, bargain, sell and convey to the said Grantee, in fee simple, the following
described tract, lot or parcel of land situated in Whiteville Township, Columbus County,
North Carolina, and more particularly described as follows, to wit:

TRACT ONE:

BEING all of that 1.12 acre tract and lot of land and shown and
delineated on that certain plat entitled “Survey for County of Columbus
Proposed Water Tank Lot” by William E. Craven, RLS, dated October, 1998
and recorded in Plat Book 65 at Page 18, Columbus County Registry.
Reference is hereby made to said plat for more certainty, clarity and
particularity of description. This is a well site within the Southeast Regional
Park off Highway 130 between Whiteville and Chadbourn.

BEING also all of that 0.23 acre tract and lot of land as described in a
deed from Betty B. Gray et al to Columbus County dated March 13, 1997 and
recorded in Book 525 at Page 569, Columbus County Registry.
