REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE in the RESTORATION of WACCAMAW RIVER
RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, within Columbus County there flows a natural river being known as the
Waccamaw River that drainsthe Town of Chadbourn, the City of Whiteville and other large portions
of the County; and

WHEREAS, in addition to drainage, the Waccamaw River has served many purposesfor the
citizenry of Columbus County; and

WHEREAS, as aresult of the hurricanes we have experienced in the last few years, some
stretches of the Waccamaw River have lost three to four (3-4') feet in depth due to sand and silt,
once held by thousands of largetrees, settling into parts of theriver after the treeswere blown down.

To compound the existing problem, leaves and other dead vegetation are clogging the channel in
numerous places, and
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WHEREAS, Columbus County has utilized the fundsthat were made available to clear logs
and other snagsfrom parts of Waccamaw River after two (2) major storms, but these fundswere not
sufficient to alleviate the major source of the compounding problem that exists; and

WHEREAS, we have been made aware that the water flow along the Waccamaw River has
become flashy, meaning that during heavy rains, water flows are higher than historic levels and
during dry spells, the flows are lower than usual and this has been attributed to the dramatic
increases in the network of ditches and canalsthat drain the Green Swamp whichisamajor portion
of theriver’'s watershed; and

WHEREAS, if corrective measures are not taken to eliminate the problem that existswith
the Waccamaw River, which isavital part of Columbus County, this natural river will result in a
dead river, thus resulting in serious problems for the county in its entirety.

WHEREAS, Columbus County isin great need of federal funding to assist in correcting the
problem that exists with Waccamaw River, and the restoration of this much-needed and purposeful
river to afunctional state.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED we, the Columbus County Board of
Commissioners, are requesting assistance in obtaining funding for the restoration of our natural and
much-needed Waccamaw River.

BE IT FURTHER RESOL VED thesefundswill eliminate future problemsfrom occurring
if Waccamaw River should become a dead river.
