The district further agreesthat no such siteswill be acquired for
future phases of the water system without the prior concurrence of Rural Devel opment.

WHEREAS, the Columbus County Board of Commissionersis giving high priority to the
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planning of water supply systems for a better future for Columbus County and its citizens.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Columbus County Board of
Commissioners hereby restricts the water tap size on waterlines larger than 8-inches in diameter
located in Water District IV except in areas designated as growth corridors.
